My car got a little loose and all | remember was
thinking ‘keep it straight. Keep it straight.’ | decided to pick
the left lane for the final because | had run there in the other
rounds and it seemed a little better suited for my car.”

Although Roush-McCleneghan said it was very exciting to
finally get that first win, she was very quick to offer praise to
those who have helped her along the way.

“It was so cool to get the win, but | really couldn’t be here
without the help of so many people. I've been very fortunate
to have so many people willing to give a hand and share their
experience. | doubt that | would be as competitive as | have
been in this short amount of time without everyone’s help,”
she stated.

Unfortunately, the other ROUSH Drag Racing Team mem-
bers competing this weekend didn't share the same success.
Dale McClenaghan lost a second round match in the Open
Comp class in his 1962 Ford Falcon, as did teammate Donnie

father Don Bowles from the competition.
